Register your items online by going to www.ChowanFair.com. Click on the Exhibits tab.

RULES:
•  Only one animal per lot number can be entered by each exhibitor unless otherwise stated.
•  All Animals exhibited must have been owned for at least 3 months or from birth by the exhibitor whose name appears 
on the entry tag.
•  Items will be accepted and displayed at the superintendent’s discretion.
•  The option is reserved to withhold ribbons and awards in lots where there is no deserving entry. 
•  Exhibitors to provide written information about the animal they are exhibiting and should include the breed.
•  All animals must be healthy and must not be vicious or dangerous.
•  Class C and D will be judged together.
•  All animals, if required by law, MUST have ear tags in place when entered.
•  No animal will be allowed into the barn without being registered and having an exhibit tag.
•  All animals must have food with them at the time of registration. Containers must be labeled with exhibitor’s name, phone 
number, and feeding instructions.
•  “Any Other” and “Any not listed” are the same as “Any Other Not Listed.”
•  Entries must be picked up the SUNDAY immediately following the Fair between the hours of 11 am - 3 pm.  The FAIR IS NOT 
RESPONSIBLE for any item not picked up on Sunday immediately following the Fair.
